Suggested GBA Benchmarks

Through June 2010
1. Establish formal working relationship with Hawaii Business Roundtable to support early childhood investment.

2. Establish a Speakers Bureau (5-7 leaders) of business, union, and philanthropic leaders who would be ready to speak to public about need for early childhood investment.

3. Submit to Head Start application for $500,000 in funding for a State Advisory Council.

4. Early Learning Council adopts a framework and plan for upcoming work.

5. Hawaii Child Outcomes are adopted.

6. Funding plan for GBA is adopted

7. Annual meeting is planned.
