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INTRODUCTION

This"Guide" is designed as a reference document to be used in conjunction with the H awai 'i Early Care &
Education Career Lattice, Career Pathsin Early Care & Education in Hawai'i, and other documents produced by
Hawai'i Careers with Y oung Children. The Guide can be used by practitioners, employers, licensing agencies, and
training institutions to identify training available to personsinterested in careers with young children. It can help to
identify the early care and education (ECE) certificates, credentials, and degrees issued and their requirements. It
can also be used to locate specific early childhood training and obtain a description of its content Finally, it can
assist training institutions devel oping needed courses or workshops.

-A listing of community-based training workshops and programs, and courses and programs offered through the
University of Hawai' i system and Chaminade University of Honolulu; |

-A listing of recommended early care and education coursesthat meet State child care licensing-requirements;

(numbers) that may appear in practitioners' records (transcripts) of training in higher education;

-A listing of early care and education certificates, credentials, and degreesissued in Hawai' i;

-Requirements for attaining various ECE certificates, credentials, and degrees,including the CDA

-Definitions of significant terms as they are used in the Coalition's major documents.

The Guideis presented in aloose leaf notebook format which lends itself to being periodically updated as articulation
agreements are implemented, as new courses and training programs are introduced. and as other changes are madein
the training and education systems.

A forthcoming document will describe the training approval process. It will address:

-Recommendationsfor determining "‘what counts" in early care and education higher education and state child
care licensing requirements;
Conversion of community-based training, ECE experience and Continuing Education Units (CEUS) into the
requirements for the various ECE subsystems;

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I. EARLY CHILDHOOD EDUCATION WORKSHOPS, COURSES, CERTIFICATES,
CREDENTIALS AND DEGREES PROGRAMS

Thefollowing isalist of agenciesthat offer early childhood education2 workshops, courses, certificates,
credentials and degreesin Hawai' i that are open to the public. Programs which provide community-based
training are listed first. They are followed by community college programs which offer ECE related certificates
and degrees. Finally, the four year colleges and university programs which offer ECE or ECE-related
certificates and degrees are presented.

General requirements for the institutions' certificate and degrees are noted. In addition, programs which meet
certification or licensing educational requirements of the Department of Education (DOE) and/or the
Department of Human Services (DHS) are also noted. More specific educational reqUirements for the different
ECE rolesin programs which provide care and education to children from birth to age five may be found in the
DHS child carelicensing rules.

A. COMMUNITY BASED EARLY CHILDHOOD EDUCA TION PROGRAMS ANDWORKSHOPS

1. PACE (professional and Career Education) Program: 845-9496 (O'ahu),974-7421 (Hilo)

The PACE Workshops are noncredit workshops, which are offered by the Honolulu and Hawai'i
Community Collegesin avariety of community settings including Kapolei, Wai' anae, Kane' ohe and
Honolulu and various locations on the Big I sland. Four courses of the community colleges ECE
program have been designed in workshop format Each course consists of sixteen workshops which can
be taught anywhere in the community by certified PACE trainers. Groups of workshops for each

course are organized into content units. All PACE courses cover the same materials as the courses
offered at the community college campuses. PACE workshops may be converted to credit

To Convert PACE Workshops to Community College Credits:
If you complete all 16 workshops in a PACE course (including capstone workshops), you may be eligible for
three community college credits. To receive credits you must attend all workshops. If you miss more than 15
minutes of aworkshop you may not qualify for credit At Capstone workshops, you must hand in all completed
course assignments and take a knowledge assessment Grades of 700/0 or better on assignments and assessments
are required for conversion. Workshops are offered in three basic ways:
1) Community and agency/program-sponsored workshops;
2) Workshops contracted with the community colleges Office of Continuing Education and Training for in-
service

1. The Child Development Associate (CDA) credential is anationally recognized certificate awarded to
persons who demonstrate competence in educating and caring for young children by completing an
assessment process administered by the National Council for Early Childhood Professional Recognition
(The Council) located in Washington D.C. The Council issues a competency based. entry-level
credential (CDA) to persons who meet the following requirements:

a. Eligibility:
1. 18 years of age or older;
2. High school diplomaor equivalent
3. 480 hours experiencein setting (within past 5 years)
4. 120 hours of formal training (within past 5 years) in 8 content areas
b. Documentation
1. Professional resourcefile
a) Autobiography
b) Statements of competence
¢) Resourcefile
2. Parent Opinion Questionnaires
c¢. Formal Observation Assessment (conducted by CDA representative)
Written assessment (60-item multiple choice situational assessment)
d. Oral interview (responding to 10 situational photographs)
e. Collection of parent opinion questionnaires
f. Collection and review of documentation requirements

2. Beginning in 1992, the Council's method of assessment of the competence of candidates for center-
based and family child providers (only the home visitor assessment retained the originallocal
assessment team format) have been:

a. The Child Development Associate Professional Preparation Program (CDA P3), which adds a
training component to the assessment process. Candidates in this system take at |east one year
to complete:

1. ongoing work experiences with an advisor/mentor,
2. formal training at an approved institution. and,
3. the CDA assessment

The Council provides candidates with an advisor, 120 formal training hours of course work,
training and assessment materials, and the CDA assessment session. The fee for CDA P3 is
$1500.

b. The CDA Direct Assessment Candidate, haVing met all of the requirements set by The Council
(including the 120 formal training hours) and haVing completed all of the documentation and
eligibility specifications, go through the assessment process only. The fee for the Direct
Assessment is $325.

The assessment process is outlined in a packet that is sent to any potential candidate

who requestsiit for afee of $17 .50. The application. parent questionnaires, manual, and

other

documents are included In requesting a packet, one must specify the setting for the assessment:
preschool or infant/toddler center, family child care, or home visitor. All assessment materials
are reviewed by the Council which determines competence and awards or denies the credential.
The amount of time needed to compl ete the process depends on many factors (candidates
meeting eligibility, training requirements; writing skills; personal circumstances, etc.). Many
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have comfortably completed the processin ayear. In the State ofHawai'i, the CDA credential
coupled with ayear of experience working with children is one of the minimum requirements

for teaching in a center-based classroom.

3. Renewals are required once candidates have obtained the CDA credential (three years after date of award
and every five years thereafter). A new procedure for the renewal of the CDA credential went into
effect on January 1, 1996. Renewal candidates must now:

a Hold acurrent Red Cross or other agency First Aid certificate;
b. Have completed at least 4.5 Continuing Education Units (C.E.U.'s), or a3 credit-hour coursein early

childhood education/child devel opment, within the past five years;

c¢. Have recent work experience with young children (a minimum of 80 hours within the past year)

d. Identify an Early Childhood Education Professional who can complete a L etter of Recommendation
about the renewal candidate's competence with young children;

e. Hold recent (within current year) membership in anational or local early childhood professional

organization.

4. Formal training is provided through programs, such as PATCH, Chaminade University and the local
community colleges.

Honolulu Community College's Early Childhood Education program offers: (1) A Certificate of
Competencein Child Development Associate (CDA) Preparation, (2) A Certificate of Completion in Early
Childhood Education, (3) An Early Childhood Education Certificate of Achievement, and (4) an Associate
of Applied Science degree.

The Certificate programs allow graduates to enter the early childhood field Students interested in obtaining
the national Child Development Associate (CDA) credential may take specific coursesto fulfill their formal
training requirements while getting their "on-the-job" experience and fulfilling their other requirements
independently. The CDA credential coupled with ayear of experience working with children is one of the
minimum reguirements for teaching in a center-based classroom. The CDA can also qualify a person to
direct an early childhood center.

The Certificate of Completion in Early Childhood Education (ECE) meets the requirements for 120 clock
hours offormal training for the CDA Credential, and the following Department of Human Serviceslicensing
requirements: 1) 12 credits ECE/CD for lead care giver for infant-toddler programs, 2) 9 credits ECE/CD
beyond the Associate degree for assistant teacher positions in center-based programs, and, 3) 12 credits
ECE/CD beyond the Bachelor's degree for teachers in center-based programs.

The course of study leading to the two-year Associate of Applied Science (AAS) degree meets the National
Association for the Education of Y oung Children (NAEY C) guidelines. The AAS degree program prepares
students for immediate employment as teachersin private early childhood programs for infants and
toddlers or preschoolers. The AAS degree meets the requirements for teacher, lead care giver, and teacher-
director of a private preschool (1-2 years experience also required.) Reguirements for the certificate and
degree program are as follows:

Chaminade's education programs are unique in that all classes are offered in the late afternoon or
evening. This scheduling allows students to work and participate in the field and practicum experiences
required for all programs. Classes are small and faculty is available to offer students individualized
attention.

Programs have been designed so that students starting with a Child Development Associate (CDA), or
Associate of Science (AS) can build on their course work with each succeeding level CDA coursesfold
into the AS degree.

The MEd programs in elementary education hel p teachers become better informed about the
developmental and educational needs of children from various types of communities; skillful in
diagnostic and evaluation procedures and in devel oping educational programsto meet individual and
group needs; versatile in their employment of teaching strategies; capable of providing leadershipin a
classroom, school, or school system; knowledgeable about issues, trends, and research in their fields;
systematic in their reflective assessment of trends and innovations; and well-informed about new
technology and its applications. Candidates select Plan A or B. Plan A (Thesis) isdesigned primarily for
studentsinterested in research and in writing athesis. It requires ami nimum of 30 credit hours of course
work with at least 15 credit hoursin curriculum and instruction. Plan B (Non-thesis) is designed for
students who wish to strengthen their teaching field major or minor or to pursue course work in selected
areas of curriculum and instruction.. (It is possible to receive an MEd in Elementary Education with an
early childhood emphasis.)

- Magtersin Education in Teaching (MEdT)

The MEdT program is atwo-year, master's level, teaching preparation program. In the first year,
students spend IS hours aweek in the field. In the second year, students focus on classroom teaching.
in apreinternship practicum and in apaid internship in a public school.

Applicants must have a Bachelor of Artsor Bachelor of Science degree and be highly motivated to
enter a challenging two-year graduate program resulting in a master's degree and state teacher
certification. The MEdT requires afull-time commitment for two academic years and the intervening
summer.

- Magter in Education in Special Education (MEd) (Total Minimum = 42 Credits)

The MEd program in special education offers two program options: (1) special education teacher
training with a specialization in mild/moderate disabilities (mental retardation. emotional/behavioral
disorders, specific learning disabilities) or severe/multiple disabilities, or (2) interdisciplinary studies for
candidates wishing to work in non-classroom-based services for persons with disabilities. Graduates of
the teacher education option are eligible to receive the Professional Teacher Certification in Special
Education. They are qualified to work with students who have mild/moderate or severe disabilitiesin a
direct teaching, self-contained. or resource setting. at preschool, elementary or secondary levels. or to
act as special education resource managers and as collaborative consultants to regul ar educators.
Graduates of the interdisciplinary studies option do not receive classroom certification but-may Seek
positionsin related fields and services. This programincludes 12 credits of required professional
courses, 12 credits of field experiences taken over 3 semesters, and 18 creditsin the mild/moderate or
severe program track. An additional program specialization isavailable in early childhood special
education (12 credit hours.)

- Doctoral Degree (EdD)

The EdD program is a college-wide degree awarded for distinguished academic preparation for
professional practicein the field of education. The goal of the EdD in curriculum and instruction isto
develop specialistsin curriculum devel opment, teaching, and curriculum evaluation. The number of
credit hours on the program of studies varies depending upon the candidate's qualifications and includes
acollege component required for all doctoral students enrolled in the College of Education; an area of
specialization with course work leading to a specialty in curriculum development, teaching and
learning. or curriculum and program evaluation; a cognate field with course work taken outside the
Department of Teacher Education and Curriculum Studies; afield project or an internship; and the
dissertation.
